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BACKGROUND

Introduction The protein encoded by this gene is a member of the peptidyl-prolyl cis-trans isomerase
(PPlase)) family. PPlases catalyze the cis-trans isomerization of proline imidic peptide bonds in
oligopeptides and accelerate the folding of proteins. Similar to other PPlases, this protein can
bind immunosuppressant cyclosporin A.
